10. Description of the Program

Bachelor of Laws (Hons.) in Law and Land Administration program is a new and innovative program which is pioneered by the Patuakhali Science and Technology University in Bangladesh. The normal duration of the program is 04 academic years consisting of 08 semesters. The program is designed to provide students an outcome-based education by incorporating all core courses of law and courses relating to land administration and management. The program aims to produce skilled graduates who will be academically well-founded to provide their best in their career such as Judges, Magistrates, and Civil/Criminal/Income-Tax lawyers. The graduate will have specialization in land Administration or land management, which will enable them to make contribution to sectors relating to land, its proper exploitation or sustainable use, policy making, coastal and ocean management and related issues.
11. Graduate Attributes
The rationale of this profile is to prophesy the student is to get hold of the following Graduate Attributes when they will be graduated from PSTU. The Graduate Attributes may be divided into two groups: Namely;
